The following Council goals were considered for 2012:

Planning Commission
· Update City Ordinances

· Consider Planned Unit Development revisions as necessary
· Increase Committee familiarity with state guidelines affecting zoning and land use requirements

· Enhance public awareness of planning & zoning requests at Planning Commission meetings and City Council meetings by allowing material to be viewed on the screen
· Reorganize and reformat Zoning Code

· Compile a property list that includes the square footage of every property in Deephaven to enable a more detailed examination of dimensional requirements within each zoning district
Park Committee
· Amend ordinance to incorporate the new meeting date for the Park Committee

· Explore grant opportunities

· Establish a protocol for the use of the platform tennis court

· Post the scheduling of the platform tennis court on the City website
· Provide the public with the greater ability to control the lighting at city parks

Boat Committee
· The ultimate decision regarding the installation of the new Carson’s Bay dock lighting should be made at the Council level

· Explore dock options for the Shorespace on St. Louis Bay
Public Works Committee
· Review and present options to the City Council regarding the Chowen’s Corner street lighting
City Council
· Review additional revenue opportunities

· Cultivate more residents to volunteer at the Committee level

· Allow each Committee the opportunity to have a representative present their monthly report to the City Council

· Finalize the Liquor Control Ordinance

· Prepare for the construction of the Vine Hill Bridge
