DEEPHAVEN CITY COUNCIL MEETING

MONDAY, JULY 15, 2013

MINUTES

1. CALL MEETING TO ORDER:  Mayor Paul Skrede called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

2. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE
The Council recited the Pledge of Allegiance.

3. APPROVE JULY 1, 2013 COUNCIL MINUTES
Motion by Councilmember Kask to approve the July 1, 2013 City Council minutes.  Seconded by Councilmember Erickson.  Councilmember Hackney abstained.  Motion carried 3-0.

MATTERS FROM THE FLOOR
Tim Litfin, Director of Minnetonka Community Education, was present to discuss the Tour de Tonka bike ride, which is scheduled to be held on August 3rd.  He stated that this will be the eighth year for this event that has grown from approximately 800 participants to over 2,700 participants.  He stated that the Tour de Tonka will offer six different distances for participants.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS
A.
Approve Agreement for Commercial Assessment Services with Hennepin County

Mayor Skrede stated that the City Council approved a one year contract extension for City Assessor Dan Distel in the amount of $50,096 for residential assessment services with the understanding that  Dan Distel would no longer be assessing commercial properties in Deephaven and the assessment of commercial properties would be taken over by the Hennepin County Assessor’s Office.  

Councilmember Gustafson enters at 7:10 p.m.

The Council reviewed and amended the proposed draft of a three-year agreement with Hennepin County for commercial assessment services.  The amended agreement will be returned to the Hennepin County Assessor’s Office for their comments.

B.
Adopt Resol. No. 27-13, Approving Cooperative Agreement No. PW 13-26-13

Mayor Skrede stated that after approval of the Cooperative Agreement on June 3rd, the Council learned at the following Council meeting that Hennepin County wanted to include language on the provision of  inspection services for the Vine Hill Bridge within the Agreement.  He stated that the Council had hoped that Hennepin County would agree to include the inspection services provision in a separate agreement but it appears the County is not willing to do so.  

Motion by Councilmember Kask to adopt Resolution No. 27-13, A Resolution Approving Cooperative Agreement No. PW 13-26-13 with Hennepin County and authorizing the Mayor and City Administrator to sign the agreement.  Seconded by Councilmember Hackney.  Motion carried 4-0.
 C.
Other

Mayor Skrede noted that after the most recent substantial rainfall, it is apparent that there are some drainage areas that need to be evaluated throughout the City.  He stated that he would like to start this evaluation at the next Public Works Committee meeting.

Councilmember Gustafson stated that he attended the Rutledge Avenue Storm Water Project meeting earlier this evening and reported that a house at 19100 Rutledge Avenue has been substantially damaged by storm water.  Further discussion was held on the damage to the house and the potential cause of the damage.

City Engineer David Martini provided a brief summary of the Rutledge Avenue Storm Water Project meeting.  He stated that the meeting went well and discussion was held on the possibility of tying sump pumps into the system and to ensure that CenterPoint Energy completes the required restoration of any lawns damaged during the upgrade of their gas main on Rutledge Avenue.

The Council reviewed a letter of appeal from Tom Elsen, who had inadvertently missed the deadline to submit his letter of appeal at the June 17th Council meeting.  Motion by Councilmember Kask to authorize the reinstatement of the 2013 Boating Permits to Tom Elsen for Slide No. 136 in Carson’s Bay subject to payment of an amount equal to 50% of his normal 2013 permit fee and with the understanding that there would be no future infractions.  Seconded by Councilmember Hackney.  Motion carried 5-0.

Councilmember Gustafson noted that the bush at the intersection of Rutledge and Deephaven Avenue still needs to be trimmed back or removed.

The Council authorized Councilmember Hackney to mark preferred locations for the Chowen’s Corner street lights.

NEW BUSINESS
A.

Adopt Resolution No. 26-13, Approving Greenwood Contract

Administrator Young stated that the proposed 2014 - 2016 Contract for Services between the City of Deephaven and the City of Greenwood is presented for Council review and approval.  The terms of the agreement were negotiated by Mayor Skrede and Greenwood Mayor Deb Kind.  The Greenwood City Council adopted a Resolution approving the agreement on July 3rd.

Administrator Young provided a summary of the 2014 - 2016 agreement and the services that are proposed to be provided in the following five areas:

· Clerical Services.

· Zoning Coordinator Services 

· Building Inspection Services

· Public Works Services

· Equipment & Building Rent.

Motion by Councilmember Hackney to adopt Resolution No. 26-13, A Resolution Approving the 2014-2016 Greenwood Contract.  Seconded by Councilmember Kask.  Motion carried 4-0.
Councilmember Hackney thanked Mayor Skrede for his efforts in negotiating the Greenwood contract on behalf of the City of Deephaven.

Mayor Skrede noted that the first meeting of the a Southshore Center Advisory Committee will be held on July 23rd from 5:00 p.m. to 6:30 p.m.  He stated that discussion at the first meeting will be on the history of the center, cost, future directions, and where do we go from here.
