2. UNFINISHED BUSINESS

Motion by Councilmember Kask to Adopt Resolution No. 38-12, A Resolution Canvassing the November 6th Municipal Election Results.  Seconded by Councilmember Wheaton.  Motion carried 4-0.

B.
Other

Discussion was held on the latest Vine Hill Bridge design and cost estimate as recommended by the staff of the Hennepin County Railroad Authority (HCRRA).  Mayor Skrede stated that the latest design shows the approximate center line for the future rail line and estimates the cost of the latest design at $1,256,833, which is significantly higher than the original bridge design of $760,000.  He stated that the latest design proposes a bridge that is 20’ longer, with thicker concrete.  He stated that in either case, the cost of the bridge would be paid by State Bridge Bond funds, if the design were approved by the MN Department of Transportation (MNDOT).  He stated that MNDOT has stated their preference for the lower cost bridge.

Mayor Skrede stated that he, City Engineer David Martini, and Administrator Young intend to meet with Joe Gladke, a staff member with HCRRA, to show him the revised design and estimated cost.  He stated that he is more philosophically inclined to support the original bridge design due to its lower cost.

Councilmember Hackney asked if the revised design showing the longer bridge would increase the City’s cost for the approach work.

Mayor Skrede stated that it might be more costly but there should not be a significant cost difference with the longer bridge.

Further discussion was held regarding an overpass that is being supported by the Three Rivers Park District across Co. Rd. 19 in Shorewood that is proposed to be constructed within the HCRRA right-of-way without consideration of establishing a light rail line.  Mayor Skrede stated that the Three Rivers Park District would be asked or required to remove the $3.0 million dollar overpass at its own expense should light rail ever be extended along the regional trail.

It was the general consensus of the Council to support the $760,000 original bridge design.

Further discussion was held on the aquatic treatment effort proposed by the Lake Minnetonka Conservation District (LMCD).  Councilmember Kask stated that the LMCD Board will be considering whether to increase their levy in 2014 to finance a $75,000 grant to support chemical aquatic weed treatments.  He stated that his primary concern with this proposal is that while the mechanical harvester would be available to all cities on the lake, the $75,000 grant would be limited to only a few cities.

Mayor Skrede stated that according to information received from the LMCD, the City of Deephaven would qualify for whole bay treatments.  He noted that it would be unlikely that those cities receiving chemical weed treatment would also be provided with harvesting that same year, so every city within the LMCD would benefit from either chemical treatment or increased harvesting efforts.
Further discussion was held on efforts by the Carson’s Bay Homeowners Association to participate in whole bay treatments and the potential advantages of participating with the LMCD in these efforts.

3. ADJOURNMENT
Motion to adjourn by Councilmember Kask.  Seconded by Councilmember Hackney.  The meeting adjourned at 5:50 p.m.
