2. UNFINISHED BUSINESS
A. Approve Resolution & Grant Agreement No. 04467 with MnDOT
Administrator Young stated that he was contacted by Wayne Loos, Senior Administrative Assistant with the Hennepin County Transportation Department, on February 19, 2014 confirming that the Minnesota Department of Transportation (MnDOT) requires the Deephaven City Council to prepare a grant agreement and pass a resolution in order to authorize the disbursement of the state transportation fund grant for the reconstruction of the Vine Hill Bridge.  

He stated that the grant agreement and resolution has been prepared and three copies will be sent to Patti Loken, State Aid Programs Engineer with MnDOT, pending Council approval.  He added that MnDOT’s approval process takes about one week.

Mayor Skrede noted that staff has already sent in the grant application to Ms. Loken for their preliminary review to ensure the application is complete.

Motion by Councilmember Kask to approve the Local Bridge Replacement Program (LBRP) Grant Agreement and adopt Resolution No. 10-14, Exhibit E for Grant Agreement to State Transportation Fund (Bridge Bonds) Grant Terms and Conditions, SAP 027-597-008, February 25, 2014.  Seconded by Councilmember Hackney.  Motion carried 4-0.

Mayor Skrede briefly summarized the Scenic Byway meeting held on February 24, 2014 with 14 lake area cities.

Discussion was held on the recent discussions concerning the Southshore Center and on the proposed three-year pilot project developed by Tonka Bay Councilmember Ellie Ansari and Greenwood Mayor Deb Kind that will be presented at a Special Deephaven City Council meeting on March 17th. 
Further deliberation was held on the merits of the “Cove” pilot project and the possibility of continued financial support of the Southshore Center.

Motion by Councilmember Kask to elect not to participate in any further support of the Southshore Center.  Seconded by Councilmember Gustafson.  Motion carried 4-0.
