DEEPHAVEN CITY COUNCIL MEETING

MONDAY, NOVEMBER 4, 2013

MINUTES

1. CALL MEETING TO ORDER:  Mayor Paul Skrede called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

2. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE
The Council recited the Pledge of Allegiance.

3. APPROVE CONSENT AGENDA
Motion by Councilmember Erickson to approve the Consent Agenda, consisting of the following items:

A. Approve October 21, 2013 City Council Minutes

B. Approve Verifieds

C. Authorize Pay Request No. 2 to Minger Construction in the amount of $64,255.70                    for the 2013 Storm Sewer Improvement Project

Seconded by Councilmember Hackney.  Motion carried 4-0.

4. MATTERS FROM THE FLOOR
Officer Bill Hammes, Office of Traffic Safety and Liaison with the Toward Zero Deaths Law Enforcement Program, presented the Deephaven Police Department with a new $4,200.00 Laser Speed device in recognition of Deephaven’s participation in the Safe and Sober Campaign over the years.

5. PLANNING & ZONING REQUESTS
A.  
Conditional Use Permit Request - GoMango, 18128 Minnetonka Boulevard - Request to install an eighteen square foot business identification sign which will have illuminated lettering.  Section 1150.04 of the Deephaven Sign Ordinance states that no sign shall be erected, altered, reconstructed, maintained or moved in the city without first securing a conditional use permit from the city in accordance with Section 1320 of the City’s Ordinances.  The content of the sign shall not be reviewed or considered in determining whether to approve or deny a sign permit.

Zoning Coordinator Karpas summarized the request.  GoMango will be leasing the structure located at 18128 Minnetonka Boulevard which was previously occupied by the Cottage Chicks.  The business is requesting a Conditional Use Permit to construct an eighteen square foot illuminated business identification sign that would be attached to the structure. He said he recommended approval for the request and outlined his findings.

Mayor Skrede asked about light intensity readings and if they were even required by the ordinance.  Zoning Coordinator Karpas said they were not.  Skrede said even if they were, he’s not sure what he would do with the information without a point of reference.  He said the Planning Commission may want to look into that type of regulation and if it’s necessary in the city.  He feels the sign is tasteful and if it is too bright, the applicant can be brought back before the Council to discuss that issue.

Zoning Coordinator Karpas confirmed with the sign contractor that the proposal included a dimmer which could control the brightness intensity of the sign.  Sharon Mathison, Sign Source, said a dimmer would be added so the business owner could reduce the intensity if necessary.

Motion by Councilmember Gustafson to accept the recommendation of the Planning Commission and staff to approve the Conditional Use Permit request to install an eighteen square foot illuminated business identification sign that will be attached to the structure to advertise the business at 18128 Minnetonka Boulevard.
The motion is based on the following findings: (a) the proposal will have no impact on the overall development of the community; (b) there will be no impact on the character and development of the neighborhood; (c) there will be no impact on the health, safety and welfare of the occupants of surrounding lands; (d) there will be no impact on traffic or parking conditions due to this signage; and (e) there will be no negative impact on property values on the subject property or those in the surrounding area.

Councilmember Hackney seconded the motion.  Motion carried 4-0.

B.
Variance Request - Jay Constable, 3520 Deephaven Avenue - Variance of the

minimum required exterior north side yard setback to demolish an existing non-conforming detached garage and construct a new non-conforming attached garage in its place.  The proposed garage would decrease the existing encroachment.  Section 1310.02 of the Zoning Ordinance requires an exterior north yard setback of twenty-five feet.  The proposed alteration is setback ten feet from the north property line.  A variance of fifteen feet of the required exterior north side yard setback is being sought.

Zoning Coordinator Karpas summarized the request.  Jay Constable seeks to remove an existing non-conforming detached garage that encroaches sixteen feet, five inches (16’-5”) into the required twenty-five (25) foot exterior north side yard setback and replace it with a new non-conforming attached garage that would encroach fifteen (15) feet into the required exterior north side yard setback.

The proposed alteration would be constructed along an unimproved portion of the platted Parkway right-of-way.  Though the right-of-way is not improved, the property is still considered a corner lot and must maintain an exterior side yard setback.  The proposed alteration will decrease the existing exterior north side yard encroachment. He said he recommended approval for the request and outlined his findings.  The Council was supportive of the request and had no additional questions for staff or the applicant.

Motion by Councilmember Hackney to accept the recommendation of the Planning Commission and Staff for the approval of variance request to encroach fifteen (15) feet into the minimum required twenty-five foot exterior north side yard setback for the proposed garage addition at 3520 Deephaven Avenue, as presented.

The motion is based on the following findings: (a) the purpose and intent of the ordinance is to allow the orderly development and redevelopment of property within the city and when the ordinance standards cannot be met, it outlines the procedures to vary from these standards.  The applicant is seeking to vary from the stated setback standards of the ordinance to remove a non-conforming detached garage, the location of which was approved by variance and constructed in 1977; (b) the request is consistent with the Comprehensive Plan’s Housing Elements Goals and Policies which promotes the development of residential property within the city; (c) The construction of an attached garage on the property is reasonable and continues the single family use of the property.  The proposed location of the garage decreases the non-conformity that was originally granted by the city; (d) The lot is uniquely shaped and located adjacent to an undeveloped, platted right of way, limiting the development options available to the landowner; and (e) The proposal would not alter the essential character of the locality since the garage would slightly increase the existing setback and there are no adjacent neighbors that would be adversely impacted by the garage’s location.

Councilmember Erickson​​ seconded the motion.  Motion carried 4-0.

C.
Variance Requests - Jacob and Allison Wert, 19005 Highland Avenue – Variance  

requests of the minimum required front yard setback to construct a partial second story addition and open front entryway on an existing non-conforming single family home.  The proposed second story addition will maintain the existing encroachment while the proposed open front entryway will increase the encroachment by two feet.  Section 1310.02 of the Zoning Ordinance requires a front yard setback of thirty-five feet.  The proposed second story addition is setback twenty-one feet from the front property line.  A variance of fourteen feet of the required front yard setback is being sought.  The proposed open entryway is setback nineteen feet from the front property line.  A variance of sixteen feet of the required front yard setback is being sought.

Zoning Coordinator Karpas summarized the request.  Jacob and Allison Wert have made an application for variances to construct a partial second story addition and open front entryway on an existing non-conforming single family home.  The proposed second story addition will maintain the existing encroachment while the proposed open front entryway will increase the encroachment by two feet.
The property was granted a sixteen foot variance of the required front yard setback to build a partial second story addition on an existing non-conforming footprint in July 2004.  The applicant is seeking to extend the second story over the remaining footprint and would not be increasing the footprint of the structure which was originally established in 1920. He said he recommended approval for the request and outlined his findings.

Councilmember Gustafson confirmed the proposed variance for the overhang, noting the staff report appeared to have an error.  Through discussion it was determined there was no error and the applicant was seeking a sixteen foot variance for the front entryway.

Jacob Wert explained the proposed front entryway is actually just an extension of the existing eave.  Mike Sharratt, Sharratt Design said it would be designed as a gable.  Councilmember Hackney asked if it would be built over the existing stoop and there would be no change in the design of the existing stoop.  Mr. Sharratt confirmed that the extension would be over the stoop and there is no change in the existing stoop.

Motion by Councilmember Erickson to accept the recommendation of the Planning Commission and Staff for the approval of the variance requests to encroach fourteen (14) feet into the required thirty-five (35) foot front yard setback for the proposed second story addition over the existing non-conforming footprint and to encroach sixteen (16) feet into the required thirty-five (35) foot front yard setback for the proposed open entryway at 19005 Highland Avenue, as presented.

The motion is based on the following findings: (a) the purpose and intent of the ordinance is to allow the orderly development and redevelopment of property within the city and when the ordinance standards cannot be met, it outlines the procedures to vary from these standards. In this instance, the applicant is seeking to vary from the stated dimensional requirements of the ordinance; (b) the request is consistent with the Comprehensive Plan’s Housing Elements Goals and Policies which promote the development of residential property within the city; (c) the alteration of the non-conforming structure is a reasonable use of the property.  It permits the continued use of a home that has existed on the property since 1920. The proposal seeks to complete the modification that began in 2004.  The structural footprint remains the same with the proposed second story contained within that footprint.  The proposed front entryway provides a protected entryway to the home and will not have a negative visual impact since it only extends the roof line an additional two feet; (d) the placement of the home predates the existing Zoning thus any structural alterations requires the issuance of a variance.  The existing partial second story location was approved by variance in 2004.  The requested expansion is a logical means of gaining needed living area while maintaining green space on the subject property; and (e) the proposal would not alter the essential character of the locality since there would be no additional visual impact created by the extension of the second story addition and the placement of an open entryway.  The addition of living space above the existing footprint limits the impact on adjacent neighbors by maintaining the size of the existing structure footprint on the property.

Councilmember Hackney seconded the motion.  Motion carried 4-0.

D.
Variance Requests - Kevin and Katy Stanek, 20165 Cottagewood Avenue – Variance requests of the minimum required lake and exterior east side yard setback in conjunction with the construction of a new single family home.  Section 1310.02 of the Zoning Ordinance requires a minimum exterior east side yard setback of twenty-five feet.  The proposed single family home would be setback fifteen feet from the exterior east side property line.  A variance of ten feet of the required exterior east side yard setback is being sought.  Section 1310.02 of the Zoning Ordinance requires a minimum west side yard setback of fifteen feet.  The proposed single family home would be setback ten feet from the west side property line.  A variance of five feet of the required west side yard setback is being sought.  Section 1310.02 of the Zoning Ordinance requires a minimum lake yard setback of one hundred feet as measured from the Ordinary High Water Level (OHWL).  The proposed single family home would be setback seventy-six feet, nine inches from the OHWL.  A variance of twenty-three feet, three inches of the required lake yard setback is being sought.

Zoning Coordinator Karpas summarized the request.  He said the Stanek’ s seek to remove an existing non-conforming single family home that encroaches one foot, five inches (1’-5”) into the required twenty-five (25) foot exterior east side yard setback and forty feet, nine inches (40’-9”) into the required one hundred (100) foot lake yard setback and replace it with a new non-conforming single family home that would encroach ten (10) feet into the required twenty-five (25) foot exterior east side yard setback, encroach five (5) feet into the required fifteen (15) west side yard setback and twenty-three feet, three inches (23’-3”) into the required one hundred (100) foot lake yard setback. In addition, the proposal would remove a 447 square foot detached garage and 96 square foot shed located in the front yard.  There are no accessory structures included in the current proposal.  He said he recommended approval for the request and outlined his findings.

Councilmember Erickson discussed an ambiguity he felt the ordinance contained when it came to the side yard setback.  He stated that he interprets the ordinance to require a side yard setback of ten feet opposite an exterior side yard setback regardless if the exterior side yard setback is met.  If that interpretation is agreed upon by the Council, it would remove the five foot variance request of the west side yard setback.  Erickson said he met with the applicants last spring to discuss their plans for the property and at that time said, in his opinion, if the applicants designed a home to comply with the traditional R-3 setbacks, that would increase the lake yard setback to seventy-five feet, which removes the existing accessory structure and relocates the driveway off the fire lane, there would be a good chance the Council would be favorable of their request.  He noted the applicants have followed his advice.

Councilmember Hackney noted the Planning Commission suggest the applicants shift the home to the east five feet to increase the west side yard setback to fifteen feet which would eliminate the variance and also create a greater separation between the proposed home and the existing home on the west property.  Councilmember Erickson said he discussed that idea with the applicants and their concerns were that it would relocate the driveway and create access issues if they were to try and keep it entirely on their property.  Hackney said he was looking at it from a practical perspective, noting the east side yard has a built in, perpetual buffer of forty feet and requiring a fifteen foot on the opposite side would create space between the two homes.

Councilmember Gustafson asked about the height of the proposed structure.  Peter Eskuche said the proposed overall height for the structure would be thirty-four feet.  Gustafson noted that this is the type of information that needs to be provided to the city even if a variance is not required for that aspect of the project.

Mayor Skrede discussed the proposed lake setback and said he felt it was a reasonable compromise given the applicants right to rebuild on the existing footprint.  He feels the location of the new home improves the views for the adjacent properties and given the amount of fill required on the street side of the lot in order to comply with the lake setback, he would rather grant an improved lake setback variance than create an unknown drainage issue on the opposite side of the lot.

Mr. Eskuche said the applicants will shift the house if that’s the desire of the Council.  Councilmember Erickson noted the closest portion of the proposed home to the adjacent structure to the west is the garage and that it’s set back about fifteen feet from the property line.  Mr. Eskuche noted the property to the east, though the unplatted right-of-way contains a large driveway that serves the neighbor’s property that they were trying to avoid when placing the home.  Katy Stanek indicated she would like to maintain the proposed location of the structure for driveway access purposes.

Motion by Councilmember Erickson to accept the recommendation and findings of the Planning Commission and Staff for the approval of the variance requests to encroach ten (10) feet into the required twenty-five (25) foot exterior east side yard setback, five (5) feet into the required fifteen (15) west side yard setback and twenty-three feet, three inches (23’-3”) into the required one hundred (100) foot lake yard setback for the proposed single family home at 20165 Cottagewood Avenue, as presented.

The motion is based on the following findings: (a) the purpose and intent of the ordinance is to allow the orderly development and redevelopment of property within the city and when the ordinance standards cannot be met, it outlines the procedures to vary from these standards.  The applicant is seeking to vary from the stated setback standards of the ordinance to remove a non-conforming home which was constructed in 1942 and construct a larger, modern home on the property; (b) the request is consistent with the Comprehensive Plan’s Housing Elements Goals and Policies which promotes the development of residential property within the city; (c) the construction of a single family home on the property is reasonable and continues the single family use of the property.  The proposed location increases the lake yard setback, thus decreasing the existing lake setback non-conformity.  The applicant has increased the non-conformities into the required side yard setbacks, but has designed the home to maintain the typical required R-3 setbacks; (d) the lot is uniquely shaped with the buildable area of the lot pushed further from the lake.  The applicants are seeking to use a similar footprint location to that of the previous home which was constructed in 1942 to maintain the existing views; and (e) the proposal would not alter the essential character of the locality since the home would be pulled back from the lake.  The encroachments into the required side yard setbacks would not impact the adjacent properties since there would be a twenty foot separation between the structure located to the west and fifty-eight foot separation from the structure to the east.  The existing lake views of the adjacent properties would not be impacted.

Councilmember Gustafson seconded the motion.  Motion carried 4-0.

E.  
Ordinance 13-64, An Ordinance Amending Deephaven City Code Section 1300; Amending Regulations Controlling Height and Setbacks for Non-Conforming Lots in the R-3 Zoning District, also establishing an overall principal structure height for all residential districts.

Zoning Coordinator Karpas said the City Council directed him to amend the draft ordinance to reduce the allowable structure heights and apply them to the properties which had been brought to the August 5th City Council meeting to see what type of impact the reduction would have.

He stated that all of the selected properties comply with the established height requirements in the city code which measured from the high grade to the average of the highest peak.  Based on the heights used at the August 5th meeting, 60% of the structures would have been out of compliance when measured from the low grade to the peak; this number would be reduced to 40% if the city were to permit a five foot grade credit for homes constructing a look-out or walk-out.

He stated that by reducing the overall permitted height by one foot, 90% of the structures would be out of compliance when measured from the low grade to the peak; this number could be decreased to 60% if the city were to permit a five foot grade credit for home constructing a look-out or walk-out.

Councilmember Erickson confirmed the amended heights from the previous version of the ordinance.  
Mayor Skrede said the lowest height was establish at 30’ for lots up to 10,000 square feet and increased by one foot intervals as lot areas increased.  He said the spirit of the ordinance was to manage height and he was not comfortable with the original proposal of increasing the intervals by two feet.

Mayor Skrede said that both draft ordinances reviewed by the Council had provisions that caused the some sample properties to become non-compliant even though they are in compliance with the current ordinance.  He said the Council isn’t going to be able draft an ordinance to manage height without creating some new non-conformity out of existing properties.

Councilmember Hackney asked how height would be measured and what exactly would be the point of measurement at the foundation.  The Council discussed the issue at length.  Zoning Coordinator Karpas suggested using the existing definition of height and amending it to reflect the change to overall height and the reduced credit of five feet for look-outs and walk-outs.  The Council agreed.

Mayor Skrede said the Council is trying to create guidelines and doesn’t want residents to think they are trying to penalize anyone.  Councilmember Gustafson agreed the ordinance is not meant to be punitive, rather it is meant to be protective.

Zoning Coordinator Karpas asked what the Council felt about the proposed setback change, which would allow a sliding setback in the R-3 District provided the minimum side yard was ten foot and the aggregate total of side yard setback was twenty-five feet.  The Council was supportive of the change.

Zoning Coordinator Karpas said he would have to bring the proposed definition change to the Planning Commission for a public hearing and can then add it to the ordinance.  This definition would need to be passed at the same time of the proposed height and setback changes.

6. UNFINISHED BUSINESS
A.
Discuss Regulations on For Sale Signs

The Council asked staff to review other lake community ordinances to see what type of restrictions they had on the length of time permitted for the placement of real estate signs for residential properties.  The current Deephaven ordinance does not regulate the length of time a sign can be placed on a property, but does require that it be removed within three days after closing.

Mayor Skrede said restricting realty signs are difficult though it can be done when categorized between residential and commercial properties, with commercial lease signs easier to regulate.  Skrede said most regulations for residential type signs would be cosmetic in terms of them being clean and upright and also making sure they’re removed in a timely manner after the sale of a home.

Councilmember Erickson noted staff’s research indicated that other cities didn’t see the length of sign placement as an issue and questioned if the Council wanted to spend a lot of time on it.  Mayor Skrede suggested that the issue be addressed on a case by case basis.

City Administrator Young added that implementation of any type of sign regulation would require an inordinate amount of staff time to set up and monitor.  The issue can be revisited in the future if there is a perceived problem. Approve 2014-2016 Police Union Contract
Administrator Young stated that he and Mayor Skrede met with LELS Union Representative Kevin McGrath and Police Representative Matt Case on October 23rd to resolve outstanding salary and insurance issues pertaining to the proposed 2014-2016 Police Union Contract.  

Administrator Young stated that the City Council first reviewed the Union’s three-year salary proposal during the closed session on October 7, 2013.  He stated that the Union proposed the following three-year salary schedule:

2014 - 
2% increase

2015 - 
2% increase from January 1, 2015 – June 30, 2015

3% increase from July 1, 2015 – December 31, 2015

       2016 -
2% increase

He stated that the City Council countered at that time with a 2% increase in 2014, a 2.5% increase in 2015, and a 2% increase in 2016 for a three-year contract offer or a 2% wage increase in 2014 and a 2.5% wage increase in 2015 for a two-year contract offer.  He stated that during the negotiations with the Union representatives on October 23rd, the Union was agreeable to a 2% increase in 2014 and 2016 but continued to push for a 2% - 3% salary split in 2015.  

He stated that the reason for their insistence for a split salary schedule over a straightforward 2.5% increase in 2015 is due to the fact that a split salary schedule would effectively increase salaries by $344.00 per officer in 2016.  He stated that he and Mayor Skrede eventually concluded that the benefits of establishing a 2% salary increase in 2014 and 2016 outweighed the additional $1,720.00 in Police salaries that would be generated in 2016 from a split salary schedule in 2015.

Administrator Young stated that earlier contract proposals had listed the employer’s contribution towards group health insurance at $1,023.30 in 2014.  This contribution was determined by multiplying 54% of the family group health premium rate under the $30 Copay Accord Rate Plan ($1,895.00).  He stated that the Union argued that the contribution should be determined by multiplying 54% of the family group health premium rate under the $30 Copay Aware Rate Plan ($1,971.00) as had been done under past contracts.  He stated that this would effectively establish the employer’s contribution at $1,064.34 or $41.40 higher than the earlier proposal.  Since past contracts have used the higher premium rate and the fact that this additional $41.40 would only affect four employees on family coverage resulting in an additional $1,987.20 cost per year, the negotiating team agreed with the Union’s proposal to use the higher family premium rate of $1,064.34.  In addition, this is the amount that that has been used for determining health care costs in the 2014 Budget.   

Motion by Councilmember Hackney to approve the 2014-2016 Police Union Contract as presented.  Seconded by Councilmember Erickson.  Motion carried 4-0.

Councilmember Gustafson stated that he would like to see a project plan developed for the construction of the Vine Hill Bridge that would include definable milestones and payments associated with those milestones.
Mayor Skrede stated that he will ask City Engineer David Martini to contact Councilmember Gustafson directly to establish a mutually agreeable project plan.
7. NEW BUSINESS
A.
Other
Administrator Young stated that he learned last Friday that the 1982 Army Hollingsworth generator that the City of Deephaven purchased for $1,500.00 in 1998 is no longer working properly and parts are very difficult, if not impossible, to find.  He stated that this is the generator that the City uses to keep lift stations operational in the event of a power outage.  He stated that Public Works Foreman John Menzel is recommending the immediate purchase of a new Caterpillar Portable Diesel Generator Set in the amount of $33,996.00 from Ziegler.  

He stated that John Menzel also looked into the cost of a used generator and found that a generator with 1,551 hours cost $27,000.00 and one with 357 hours cost $31,920.00, both very comparable in cost to a new generator. 
Motion by Councilmember Hackney to authorize the purchase of a new Caterpillar Portable Diesel Generator Set in the amount of $34,000.00, not including sales tax or delivery charges.  Seconded by Councilmember Erickson.  Motion carried 4-0.
8. DEPARTMENT REPORTS
A. Police Department
Chief Johnson presented the October Incident Report for Council review.
B. Excelsior Fire District
EFD Liaison Josh Hackney stated that there is nothing new to report on the Excelsior Fire District other than the discussion held earlier this evening at the Special Council Work Session on the proposed Fire Relief pension increase.  He stated that the final board meeting of the year will be held on November 20, 2013.
C. Public Works
Administrator Young provided an update on recent and upcoming public work activities.

D. Administration
Administrator Young provided a brief summary on the following items:
