1. CALL MEETING TO ORDER:  Mayor Paul Skrede called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

2. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE
The Council recited the Pledge of Allegiance.

3. APPROVE NOVEMBER 7, 2012 & NOVEMBER 14, 2012 MINUTES
Motion by Councilmember Kask to approve the minutes of November 7, 2012 and the November 14, 2012, as amended.  Seconded by Councilmember Hackney.  Motion carried 4-0.

4. MATTERS FROM THE FLOOR
Administrator Young stated that he had received an email from Kim Crockett, 17900 Shavers Lake Drive, expressing her appreciation to the Excelsior Fire District’s for their very quick response time of seven minutes to a fireplace fire at her home.
5. UNFINISHED BUSINESS
A.
 Review 2013 Water, Sewer & Storm Sewer Budgets
Administrator Young presented the 2013 Water, Sewer & Storm Sewer Budgets for Council review.

B.
Review Five-Year Utility Projections

Administrator Young presented Five-Year Utility Projections for Council review.

C.    
Review 2013 Marina Fund Budget / Five Year Marina Fund Projections 

Administrator Young presented the 2013 Marina Fund Budget and Five-Year Marina Fund Projections for Council review.

Councilmember Kask objected to the proposed 2013 upgrade to the make ready dock stating that the current design and function of the make ready dock is much more suitable than the proposed pier design.
D.
Discuss LMCD’s Aquatic Weed Treatment Plan  

Councilmember Kask stated that the LMCD proposed to increase their levy in 2014 to allow for a two-pronged approach to deal with Eurasian Watermilfoil and Curly-Leaf Pondweed, which included mechanical harvesting and establishing a $75,000 grant for chemical treatment.  He stated that the $75,000 grant would not be the sole source of funding for these treatments.
Mayor Skrede stated that eight bays have been identified as responding well to chemical treatments, including both St. Louis Bay and Carson’s Bay.  He stated that the grant would only fund four bays per year.  He stated that the City could be money ahead if we participated in the treatment program.

Councilmember Kask acknowledged that he didn’t know at this point how much support this $75,000 grant program has among the member cities.

Mayor Skrede stated that the LMCD will be holding a Public Hearing on December 12th to elicit public comments on their Comprehensive Eurasian Watermilfoil and Curly-Leaf Pondweed Plan.  He stated that he personally thought the $75,000 grant program was a good idea.  He stated that he wanted to hold this discussion tonight because there wouldn’t be a real opportunity to discuss this plan prior to the December 12th Public Hearing.
Councilmember Kask noted that the LMCD levy for 2014 could increase even more if additional funds are set aside for the mechanical harvester.  He stated that there has been a dramatic improvement in Carmen’s Bay from chemical treatment but not all bays have received the treatments as well.  He stated that the question is whether the Council philosophically supports this proposal and the additional chemical control.

Councilmember Gustafson asked whether the City would be contributing into this fund during those years when we would not be participating in the chemical treatment program.

Mayor Skrede stated that would be the case but the City could always request additional harvesting during those years.  He asked the Council to contact Councilmember Kask if they had any more questions.

E.
Other

Discussion was held regarding the use and cost of the propane heaters at the new platform courts over the winter months.
6. ADJOURNMENT
Motion to adjourn by Councilmember Kask, seconded by Councilmember Gustafson.  Motion carried 4-0.  The meeting adjourned at 8:07 p.m.
